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CAIR CA YEAR IN REVIEW

Our annual report is an opportunity to inform the community

about our work during the past year. This year, as with preceding

years, was eventful for CAIR and the Muslim community in

California. This brief report is intended to provide a glimpse into

the work and accomplishments of CAIR California during the

past year in four major areas of our operation.

MEDIA AND COMMUNICATIONS

CAIR has continued its proactive work to build solid relations with journalists and editors and be

a force in generating positive media content on the American Muslim community. We have also

strongly challenged media outlets and individuals who misrepresent or defame Islam and Muslims.

In presenting an accurate portrayal of Islam and Muslims to the American public, we regularly

provide interviews to television, radio and print outlets, engage in letter- and opinion-writing, and

serve as a resource for the media on issues of interest to the American Muslim community.

STRONGLY
CHALLENGED MEDIA
OUTLETS AND
INDIVIDUALS WHO

Last year, syndicated talk show host Michael Savage sued CAIR after
CAIR posted audio clips from his October 29, 2007, program on its
website. In those clips, Savage, whose “Savage Nation” program airs

on more than 300 radio stations nationwide, screamed attacks on
Muslims, Islam and the Quran. CAIR called on radio listeners of all
faiths to contact companies that advertise on the program to express
their concerns about the host’s anti-Muslim bigotry. An interfaith and
civic coalition, Hate Hurts America, also formed to speak out against
hate spewed by Savage. Additionally, Brave New Films launched videos
exposing Savage’s bigotry. On response to these multiple campaigns,

more than a dozen advertisers dropped Savages’s show. In a ruling issued in August 2008,

U.S. District Judge Susan Illston said members of the public are entitled to take excerpts from

programs like Savage’s in order to use them for comment and criticism. Judge Illston also

dismissed a bizarre racketeering claim against CAIR in Savage’s lawsuit, but allowed for an

amended filing by August 15.
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MEDIA AND COMMUNICATIONS HIGHLIGHTS

CAIR-SV held its 5th annual media reception. The event
brought together local media professionals with key
leaders and activists from the Sacramento Valley Muslim
community for the mutual benefit of creating a more

B CAIR-CA representatives regularly appear in the media as experts on issues in the Muslim community
and foreign affairs. CAIR-SV provides regular commentary and holds a weekly radio show. Plus CAIR-
LA representatives conducted some 30 media interviews on Los Angeles Police Departments ill-conceived
‘mapping’ project, including the USA Today, Los Angeles Times, New York Times, CNN, NBC, O'Reilly
Factor, FOX News, KRON and the BBC.

B CAIR-LA also participated in production of a public service announcement for the Western Inland Empire
Coalition Against Hate in Riverside.

®  CAIR-CA published a number of op-eds in California newspapers.

CAIR-CA helped mobilize Muslim Student Associations
(MSA) as a counter response to “Islamo-Fascism
Awareness Week.” CAIR-SFBA also published an
Islamophobia Guide for Bay Area Universities.

B CAIR-LA produced a documentary on Southern California Muslim community’s visit to Manzanar, a Japanese
American internment camp during World War II. The documentary captured Muslim sentiments on the visit
and drew parallels between Japanese-American experiences following Pearl Harbor and Muslim American
experiences after 9/11 terrorist attacks. Additionally, CAIR-LA conducted a dozen media interviews on
Muslims’ visit to Manzanar.

CAIR proactively worked with executives of major production studios such as Fox about the film and addressed questions and concerns from the attendecs.

Entertainment, Warner Bros., Paramount Pictures, Paramount Vantage, DreamWorks, and
Overture Films. CAIR also consulted on and screened a number of films and shows, including B CAIR additionally contacted Warner Bros. and expressed concerns over the choice of the word “Towelhead” as the film’s title.
“A Mighty Heart”, “World Trade Center”, “Kite-Runner”, “The Kingdom”, “NYPD Blue”,

“The Prince of Egypt”, “Sum of all Fears”, “Three Kings”, and “Line of Fire.”

The term has been used as a slur against Muslims, Arabs and Sikhs. Additionally, the use of “Towelhead” in the film’s title would
inadvertently lead to more acceptance of the term in society, essentially desensitizing people to its vulgarity. To reach out to the
community, Warner Bros. agreed to place a statement from CAIR on its film’s website. Moreover, director Alan Ball conducted
a roundtable interview with CAIR-LA Executive Director Hussam Ayloush and actors Summer Bishil and Peter Macdissi about
the use of the title “Towelhead” for the film’s web site and DVD.

B CAIR-CA and civil rights organizations representing broad sectors of communities joined together for a press
conference to call attention to bias-related harassment plaguing California’s public schools despite state laws
instituted seven years ago to protect students.

B CAIR-LA organized a media campaign in which seven California mosques dedicated a khutbah during
Ramadan on the values of peace and justice advocated in Islam. The campaign received wide media coverage.

CIVIL RIGHTS HIGHLIGHTS

CAIR-CA conducted sensitivity training for mediators
at the Equal Employment Opportunity commission
(EEOC) to increase the understanding and awareness of
religious issues pertaining to American Muslims at the
work place.

B CAIR-LA co-hosted a screening and discussion on the documentary “USA vs. Al-Arian.” The film shows
challenges faced by Dr. Sami Al-Arian’s family members as they sought justice for Al-Arian while he fought
terrorism charges against him.

B CAIR-CA, along with Southern California and San Diego ACLU branch offices, sent a letter calling on the
U.S. Congress to conduct a full and impartial investigation of reports that surveillance records on Muslim
communities and mosques in California were illegally obtained and disseminated by a group operating out of
Marine Corps Base Camp Pendleton. CAIR representatives subsequently conducted media interviews.

B CAIR-CA ensured a Muslim voice in law enforcement and worked with community and religious advisory
boards of the FBI, Sheriff's Departments, and other federal and local law enforcement agencies. CAIR-LA
along with other Muslim and civil rights organizations strongly opposed Los Angeles Police Department’s
proposed plan to ‘map’ Los Angeles Muslims because it would have permitted profiling persons based on what
mosques they attended or what internet sites they visited. Due to CAIR’s campaign against this ill-conceived
plan, LAPD abandoned the project and created a Muslim community forum to reach out to Muslims.

B CAIR-SD also filed a FOIA request with the ACLU San Diego on alleged surveillance of the San Diego
Muslim Community.

CIVIL RIGHTS

Each year, CAIR-California continues to document and help resolve cases of discrimination
and hate crimes, work that is essential to protecting our Constitutionally-mandated civil
rights. Some highlights of this department include the addition of a Staff Attorney to CAIR
Greater Los Angeles Area office. Also for the third year in a row, CAIR-CA joined in the annual
pilgrimage to Manzanar, a World War II Concentration camp in Central California for people
of Japanese Ancestry. The experience of retracing the footsteps of many Japanese and Japanese
Americans was moving and heart-wrenching, as the reality of what war-time hysteria can do to
innocent citizens and immigrants hit all the attendees. All those

CAIR-LA hosted a youth forum with Congressman
Keith Ellison (D-MN), the first Muslim elected to
Congress, and additionally organized various meetings
in which Southern California Muslim leaders met with
the Congressman. CAIR-LA also organized the Southern
California visit of André Carson, the second Muslim
elected to Congress.

CAIR-CA worked on ‘Get out the Vote’ campaigns,

with tabling, having booths, flyering and organizing all
around voter registration. CAIR-SFBA Government
Subcommittee organized weekly voter registration drives
at Bay Area mosques and events, assisting with the
registration of over 200 voters. CAIR-LA additionally
organized a Candidate Forum, along with other voter
empowerment groups, in which elected officials and
candidates ranging from local to federal level participated
and answered questions from community members.
CAIR-CA also made and distributed Presidential Primary
Voter Information guides for mosques and community
centers throughout the Southland.

B CAIR-CA met with the offices of most California members of Congress regarding the humanitarian crisis in
Gaza. CAIR-SV met with the office of Senator Gloria Romero to find ways for the State to provide Halal meat
for Muslim inmates. CAIR-SV also met with Representatives of CDCR requesting a resolution to this issue.
CDCR has responded favorably and Halal meat will be provided in the near future, CAIR-LA, along with
other community members and organizations, organized a tour of Muslim-owned businesses and one mosque
with Congresswoman Loretta Sanchez (D-CA).

B CAIR-CA helped launch a Web site, www.cair2008election.com, to keep community members abreast of
developments relating to Islam, Muslims and the 2008 Presidential election.

B CAIR- CA helped complete Legislative Fact Sheets on racial and religious profiling, due process issues,
opposition to torture, citizenship delays, civil liberties of six Muslim Religious Leaders (The Six Imams), U.S.-
Muslim World relations and ending hunger.
